A.  Stated in the present tense, active voice 
participle (συνοικοῦντες, to dwell together) How? 
(γνῶσις, knowledgeable, conscious sensitivity) 

1.  The world says: “Who can                   
understand woman?” 

2.  The biblical implication requires                         
time. You cannot “know” your                             
wife without spending time with                            
her!

a.  How did God create women?  What is 
unique about their gender? 

b.  Your wife?  What is unique and special 
about your wife? 

c.  Your wife’s particular load?  What is unique 
to her struggles in life?  How is she different 
in this way?

B.  Give attention to her as 
to a weaker vessel 

 This means to honor, 
respect and cherish her 
as you would an 
expensive piece of fine 
china.  She is to be 
treated with utmost 
value.

(Matthew 20:25-28) 
2.  A godly leader is not a dominator.  

 Too many men think they must                 make 
all of the decisions in the           marriage. 

3.  A godly leader is not demanding.                  He 
does not force her to submit.

1.  He focuses on needs, 
the needs of others. 

2.  He is goal oriented, by 
setting godly goals.
